Meeting # 14:  Chapter 13 – Finding Real Life

MOST IMPORTANT ISSUE TONIGHT: 
 
In a nutshell, finding life is the pursuit of things that matter most - God, faith, hope, 
and love.  Essentially the eternal things in life.  We know that the pursuit of happiness, 
riches, fame, or power will never truly satisfy us in the long run.  We were made for the 
eternal and will never know real life until we are able to connect with God.  Our pursuit 
of Him is all that really matters, or matters most in this life.  That we connect with our 
Creator, eliminate the sin barrier through forgiveness, and then live a life that is an 
invitation to others to follow us in belief and surrender is life.  This is ultimately what we 
were created for.  To the degree that we take seriously this calling, is the degree that we 
will find the life we all deeply desire and long for. 
 
When our pursuit is Him, we are promised everything else that is necessary for life and 
godliness.  Any other pursuit will disappoint now and later.  Let’s get serious about our 
pursuits.

o Scripture – Pick one passage that personally spoke to you and 

emphasis it each week.  Relate it to life and the study. 
o Book Chapter 12? 
o Any insights from Step 4 (your response)? 
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55 min. Group Study: Discuss Step 5 (O).  

Read the questions and encourage participation by everyone.   
 
10 min. Have the group complete Step 6 (M).
